1. allows for sharing of information by NHS email, other
encrypted email or access to applications.

2. For provision of healthcare, research, education and
clinical audit

3. Overarching framework defining key principles, roles and
responsibilities.

4. Agreed process for requesting access to systems for
authorised staff and students.
